ELIGIBILITY
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• 18 years of  age or older

• In good academic standing

• Strong conversational English abilities

• Pursuing a degree program in an approved major at an FSU partner 
university for this program 

• Enrolled in Winter/Spring term at home university or considered to be 
enrolled by home university during the program

• Returning to home university to complete degree, and some of  the 
program credits will count toward graduation requirements

• Have not yet graduated and will not graduate before program end date

• Meet FSU’s English Language Test Requirements for this program (one 
of the below):

• IELTS: Overall score of  5.5 or higher, with at least 5.5 in both the 
speaking section and the listening section 

• iBT TOEFL: Overall score of  61 or higher, with at least 16 on the 
speaking section and 12 on the listening section

• Duolingo English Test: 100 or higher , have subscores of  at least 
100 in both speaking and listening

• Nominated through home university’s internal application and interview 
process

• Pass an oral interview with a Disney recruiter

• Disney Academic Exchange: July 7, 2025 - Jan 1, 2026
